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Central Washington Drops Nail-Biter, 91-89, to Warner Pacific
Lay-In With Three Seconds Left Enables Knights to Maintain Perfect Record

ELLENSBURG, Wash. — Warner Pacific freshman Nate Menefee made a lay-in with three seconds remaining to
break an 89-89 tie and enable the Knights to improve to 7-0 with a 91-89 victory over host Central Washington
on Tuesday night at Nicholson Pavilion.

The Wildcats, who fell to 3-2 on the year, led the nail-biting game by two points at halftime. Overall, there were
20 ties and 21 lead changes in the contest witnessed by an estimated 792 fans.

After Menefee’s driving bucket in the closing seconds, Central Washington had one final chance to tie or win
the game. However, junior a 45-footer by junior Grant Assink (Lynden, Wash.) at the final buzzer rimmed off
and Warner Pacific walked away with its seventh win of the year in as many outings.

The Wildcats led by four points with 2:16 to go in the contest, but failed to score the rest of the way. Freshman
Johnny Spevak’s (Edgewood, Wash./Puyallup HS) lay-in at that mark gave Central Washington an 89-85
advantage, but baskets by Scott Gallagher and Donny Woods enabled Warner Pacific to tie the game.
Successive misses on the ensuing possession by Robert Hicks (Lakewood, Calif.) and Lance Den Boer
(Sunnyside, Wash./Sunnyside Christian HS) thwarted the Wildcats’ go-ahead opportunity and set the stage for
Menefee’s last-second heroics.

Neither team could break away over the course of the game. In fact, the largest lead of the contest was just five
points — once by each team.

Each team saw four players reach double figures in scoring. Hicks was the Wildcats’ top scorer with 23 points
on 10 of 17 shooting, while Assink had his first 20-point game in a CWU uniform with 21 points and eight
rebounds. Senior point guard Chris Bannish (Menlo, Wash./Willapa Valley HS) added 19 points and a game-
high 10 rebounds as Central Washington finished with a minimal 40-38 edge on the glass. Den Boer was the
other Wildcat in double figures, finishing with 10 points after taking just six shots from the floor.

Warner Pacific, a NAIA member that claimed its third win over a NCAA opponent this season, was led by a
game-high 28 points from Josh Jackson. Jackson connected on 10 of 13 field goals, including five of six from
behind the three-point arc. Jeff Eischen nearly had a double-double with 19 points and nine rebounds, while
Donny Woods nearly had the same with 14 points and nine boards. Woods also recorded six assists.
