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Hot-Shooting Falcons Shoot Down Wildcats, 99-91 
Den Boer Scores 31, But Central Washington Unable to Complete Rally 
 
ELLENSBURG, Wash. – Junior Lance Den Boer (Sunnyside, Wash./Sunnyside Christian HS) scored a 
season-high 31 points, including 23 in the first half, but Central Washington University was unable to overcome 
a nine-point halftime deficit in suffering a 99-91 loss to third-ranked Seattle Pacific on Thursday night at 
Nicholson Pavilion. 
 
Den Boer, who charted his second 30-point game of the season and the third of his CWU career, accounted for 
more than half of the Wildcats’ 41 first-half points. However, despite his efforts, Central Washington (9-6, 4-2 
Great Northwest Athletic Conference) trailed by a 50-41 score at halftime. 
 
Seattle Pacific (14-1, 6-0 GNAC) made eight three-pointers in the opening half and used a 10-1 run over a four-
minute stretch in the first half to take an 11-point lead at 21-10. Central Washington countered with a 14-3 run 
to force the game’s fifth tie at 24 apiece, but after four more ties including 35-35, the visiting Falcons outscored 
the Wildcats 15-6 over the final 5:29 of the period to lead by nine at the break. 
 
Staring at a double-digit deficit for most of the first seven minutes of the second half, Central Washington 
chipped away. The Wildcats scored seven straight points between the 9:03 and 7:01 marks to tie the score one 
final time at 82-82, but Seattle Pacific drained back-to-back three-pointers to go in front for good. 
 
Seattle Pacific, ranked third nationally and second in this week’s NCAA Division II West Regional poll, had a 
superb effort from its back court duo of Dustin Bremerman and Tony Binetti. Bremerman matched Den Boer’s 
game-high with 31 points, while Binetti added 27, and that pair combined to make all 20 of their free throw 
attempts as the Falcons shot 89.7 percent at the stripe (26 of 29). 
 
Central Washington shot an uncharacteristically low 36.1 percent in the first half, and the Wildcats finished 
more than five percentage points below their season average of 50.5 percent. Central finished Thursday’s 
contest at just 45.5 percent from the floor (30 of 66), a number aided by a 56.7 percent efficiency in the second 
half. Seattle Pacific countered by making 31 of 59 for 52.5 percent on the night, including 11 of 20 from three-
point range. Neither team committed many miscues – the two squads combined for just 16 turnovers, with 
nine by CWU and seven by Seattle Pacific. 
 
In addition to his team-leading point totals, Den Boer was also Central Washington’s leading rebounder with 
seven caroms as the Wildcats outboarded the Falcons 36-32. Senior Chris Bannish (Menlo, Wash./Willapa 
Valley HS) and junior Grant Assink (Lynden, Wash.) joined Den Boer in double figure scoring with 13 and 12, 
respectively. 
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Seattle Pacific saw four players finish in double digits, led by Bremerman and Binetti. Mike Bushmaker 
chipped in with 13 off the bench, while Chad Williams added 10 and seven rebounds. 
 
Central Washington wraps up its weekend homestand on Saturday night as it hosts Northwest Nazarene. The 
Wildcats will then be on the road for consecutive games to conclude the first round of GNAC action.
