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Buzzer-Beating Three-Pointer Sinks Wildcats in Overtime 
Clift’s Trey Hands Central Washington Men 103-100 Home Defeat 
 
ELLENSBURG, Wash. – Northwest Nazarene guard Marcus Clift hit a three-point basket as time expired in 
overtime to hand Central Washington its second straight home loss, 103-100, in Great Northwest Athletic 
Conference men’s basketball action on Saturday night at Nicholson Pavilion. 
 
Clift’s trey at the buzzer came just seconds after Central’s Lance Den Boer (Sunnyside, Wash./Sunnyside 
Christian HS) had tied the game with a trey of his own at the other end of the court. It capped a long-distance 
night in which the two teams combined for 22 made three-pointers in 54 attempts, including a 14-for-38 effort 
by the visiting Crusaders (8-8, 3-4 GNAC). The Wildcats (9-7, 4-3 GNAC), although much more efficient by 
hitting at a 50 percent clip, were eight-for-16 from long range. 
 
Central Washington spent much of the first half coming from behind, including facing a 10-point deficit on two 
occasions. However, immediately following the second occurrence, the Wildcats scored the game’s next 10 
points to tie the score at 36 apiece. Northwest Nazarene went back in front with a three-pointer, but 
consecutive baskets by Central gave them the lead. The Wildcats eventually pushed their lead to seven on a Den 
Boer three-pointer just before the halftime break. 
 
In the second half, Northwest Nazarene chipped away at Central’s advantage, eventually regaining the lead at 
the 12:44 mark on a Clift three-pointer. The lead wavered back and forth over the next several minutes, with 
neither team taking more than a three-point lead until the Crusaders went in front by six with 2:37 left in 
regulation. Central Washington then responded, as senior Chris Bannish (Menlo, Wash./Willapa Valley HS) 
scored the final four points of regulation with back-to-back lay-ins in the final 63 seconds. Each team had a 
chance to win the game in regulation, but Mesut Ademoglu’s baseline jumper with three seconds left was 
blocked by Central’s Grant Assink (Lynden, Wash.) and Bannish’s half-court attempt at the regulation buzzer 
was just short. 
 
Although a three-pointer is what accounted for the game’s final two baskets, Northwest Nazarene made its 
living at the free throw line in overtime. The Crusaders went 10-for-12 at the stripe in the extra period to cap a 
25-for-28 night at the line, taking advantage of six Wildcat fouls in the extra five minutes. Central did its 
damage from the floor, hitting on four of six shots including Den Boer’s trey with seven seconds left. 
 
Central Washington finished the contest shooting 61.2 percent from the field, its second-best efficiency on the 
season. The Wildcats made 41 of 67 shots, including a sizzling 65.6 percent in the first half. However, Central 
was just 10 of 18 at the free throw line for the game, including just one-for-three in the second half. 
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Northwest Nazarene shot 47.8 percent, but the Crusaders hit on 18 of 29 field goals inside three-point range. 
The Crusaders also committed just eight turnovers in the contest, and capitalized on their 10 extra free throw 
attempts by outscoring Central by 15 at the charity stripe. 
 
In the rebounding battle, Central outrebounded Northwest Nazarene by a 36-30 count. Freshman Johnny 
Spevak (Edgewood, Wash./Puyallup HS) led the way with nine boards, nearly posting his first career double-
double as he added 11 points. Den Boer’s 26 points led all scorers, while Bannish added 21 and Robert Hicks 
(Lakewood, Calif.) finished with 10 for the Wildcats. Bannish also had six assists. 
 
Six Crusaders scored in double figures, led by Tim Ireland’s team-high 20. Clift and Ryan McCarthy each added 
19, and Clift was NNU’s top rebounder with eight and its top assist man with six. Ademoglu came off the bench 
to score 17 points before fouling out in overtime. 
 
Central Washington, which also lost to Seattle Pacific on Thursday and completed its brief homestand 0-2, 
returns to the road next week to face Humboldt State and Western Oregon for the first time this season. The 
Wildcats will then kick off a season-long three-game homestand on Feb. 4 against second-ranked Western 
Washington to start the second half of the Great Northwest Athletic Conference schedule.
