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Wildcats Lose Low-Scoring Affair at Western Oregon, 76-68
Central Men Held More Than 20 below Season Average in Fourth Straight Loss

MONMOUTH, Ore. — Central Washington dug itself a hole early and trailed from nearly start to finish as the
Wildcats suffered their fourth straight loss, 76-68, to Western Oregon in Great Northwest Athletic Conference
men’s basketball action on Saturday night at the Physical Education Building.

The Wildcats, ranked fifth in this week’s NCAA Division II West Region poll, are now 9-9 overall and 4-5 in
GNAC play. The host Wolves snapped a seven-game losing streak to improve to 7-11 overall and 2-7 in
conference.

Central Washington fell behind early, trailing by as many as 15 points in the first half. The Wildcats were able
to trim their deficit to seven at the break, and then scored the first six points of the second half, but, after taking
their first lead of the night on a lay up by Lance Den Boer (Sunnyside, Wash./Sunnyside Christian HS) at the
17:13 mark, Central found itself trailing again one minute later at 42-41. A basket by Johnny Spevak
(Edgewood, Wash./Puyallup HS) put the Wildcats back in front one final time at the 14:16 mark, but Western
Oregon reeled off eight straight counters to go ahead by seven once again.

The margin reached double figures once again for Western Oregon with just under nine minutes to go in the
contest. The closest Central Washington would come down the stretch was to within five points with 2:20 left,
but the Wolves outscored the Wildcats 8-5 the rest of the way to earn the victory.

Central Washington was held more than 20 points below its season average of 88.8 points per game. The
Wildcats shot 47.4 percent from the field, but Western Oregon countered with an above-average 51 percent
from the floor and the Wolves outscored the Wildcats 18-7 at the free throw line.

Den Boer was the Wildcats’ top scorer with 18 points, including 16 in the second half. Chris Bannish (Menlo,
Wash./Willapa Valley HS) had 15 points, six assists, and five rebounds, while junior Grant Assink (Lynden,
Wash.) also finished in double figures with 12. Senior Robert Hicks (Lakewood, Calif.), who had scored a
career-high 41 points in Thursday’s loss at Humboldt State, was held to just six field goal attempts and three
points in Saturday’s defeat.

Western Oregon senior point guard Kevin Tyner led all scorers with 21 points while adding nine assists.
Teammate Stanley Ratcliff also narrowly missed a double-double with 12 points and nine rebounds as the
Wolves held a narrow 33-29 advantage in the rebounding department.

Each team committed 16 turnovers on the night, although Central Washington outscored Western Oregon 26-
19 in points off of miscues.

The Wildcats return to Nicholson Pavilion for a season-long three-game homestand beginning next Saturday
(Feb. 4) against conference leader and number two nationally-ranked Western Washington at 7 p.m. Central
Washington will also host Seattle University and Saint Martin’s on Feb. 9 and 11, respectively, before returning
to the road.
